The quantity and type of play considered necessary for children’s development can be a
contentious issue between educators and parents. However, a literature review can be quite
clear about the substantive benefits of play, particularly for children with autism spectrum

disorders.

Studies have shown that autistic children or children with Asperger’s syndrome may
indicate capabilities as far as symbolic play concerns that do not spontaneously exhibit.
Children suffering from Asperger syndrome face distinct challenges in social and imaginary
play, isolating them from peers and keeping them in distance from interactive play that

encourages developmental growth.

This dissertation focuses on the theory and use of symbolic play which helps children with
autism play with typical peers and be part of the regular social settings. Examines the
nature of play and the all the developmental and sociocultural problems it appears for

children with autism and more specific for those suffering from Asperger’s syndrome.
